Year 5 and Year 6 Christmas assemblies will
follow a new format this year.

Homework in Year 6 will be a piece of English and Maths each week as well as
regular reading and spellings to learn for a weekly test. Homework will be linked to work
covered in school so it is essential that pupils complete this part of their learning.

Each Maths set teacher will set their own homework for their class. This will be linked ieldIS{eli <
to class work and will assist in the child's learning. Occasionally, they will be given a longer piece

to research over a week or two linked to our topics.

Homework in Year 5 will include English, Maths and spellings every week and sometimes
links to other subjects as they occur throughout the year.

If pupils do not complete their homework they may be asked to complete this at playtime or

lunchtime. If there are further difficulties, parents will be invited to school to help discuss how

we can work together to support their child's learning.

Both Year 5 and 6 Homework should be completed in blue ink but not biros. Please
complete Maths in pencil. However, the children are extremely good at presenting special
assignments and may use a variety of equipment to create the desired outcome.
